· Germany was not a unified country and it was very hard for the pope to impose authority


· Church leaders were found to be corrupt


· Pope Alexander VI – Fathered several children 


· Many priest were unable to read and not qualified to teach 

C. Luther Challenges the Church

· Was a Catholic Priest


· Always felt guilty that he was not doing enough to please God 

D. The 95 Theses

· Leo X –  



· To pay for this, Leo X starts selling indulgences 


· Indulgences – 



· Indulgences could be bought for yourself or dead relatives  

· John Tetzel – 



· 1517 – 



· 95 Theses – 


· Wants to debate others about the practice of selling indulgences 


· Printing press helps spread Luther’s ideas throughout Europe


· Luther followed the Thesis with a series of pamphlets and sermons that challenge the Church

· Widespread call for reform

· Edict forbids people from feeding and sheltering Luther – Tempt a loyal follower to kill Luther 


· Orders all of Luther’s book burned

H. Henry Asks the Pope
