E. Sparta’s Military State

· Boys started training for military service when they were 7 – Education ended at 20


· Spartan men "prided themselves on brute strength, courage, and brevity of speech


· Sparta Code of Honor – 



· Spartan men spent most of their lives living in barracks or fighting in wars


· Men served in the army until they were 30 – Were on active duty until they were 60

F. Women in Sparta

· Spartan women also had to exercise regularly 


· Belief that healthy women produced healthy babies


· Spartan women controlled the day to day activities of society
